Adult Faith Formation—FAQs  
Why do Catholics mark their forehead, lips and heart before the 
reading of the Gospel? 
When the Gospel is about to be read, the priest says:  ‘A Reading from the 
Gospel according to St. ___.’  The congregation then responds, ‘Glory to 
You Oh Lord,’ making a small cross with their thumb over their forehead, 
lips, and heart. 
 
The reason for making a cross during this period of the Mass is to highlight 
the importance of the Word of God we are about to hear.  We make a cross 
on our forehead to indicate we believe the Gospel.  The cross on our lips is to 
indicate that we profess the words of the Gospel and the cross over our hearts 
is to indicate we love the word of God.   
 
Why do Catholics bow during the recitation of the Creed? 
The Nicene Creed is the profession of what we believe as Catholics. 
 
You begin the bow at the words “by the power of the Holy Spirit he was born 
of the Virgin Mary,” and rise once you have said “and became man.”  A 
“profound bow” is a bow at the waist, in the manner of the Japanese when 
they greet people. 
 
The reason we bow at that point in the Creed is because it is when we ex-
press our belief in the most fundamental mystery of Christianity:  That in 
Jesus Christ, God actually became man, born of a woman by the power of 
the Holy Spirit.  This is the Incarnation, the most sacred moment in all of 
human history.  Therefore, we bow in honor of that event.
