The Little Sisters of St. Francis appreciate canned foods, gelatin desserts,
puddings and soups, as well as paper towels, toilet paper, laundry detergent,
bleach, disinfectant wipes and non-latex gloves for providing personal hy-
giene to the mentally and physically handicapped residents they care for.
They can also use towels and wash cloths for bathing the residents.
